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EQUIPMENT CONTROL AREA: It is located next to the south ramp and the vehicle entrance
area to the boat park.

Station 1: Equipment control.

Take the boat to Station 1 without tents or covers and with the base and boom in place and
the systems armed. On the deck there shall be the tip of the mast, the daggerboard and the
rudder with its cane and extension.

Station 2: Sailing Check.
The sails must have their 6 corresponding numbers on both sides of the sail as indicated in
the ILCA class Handbook 2022. It will not be necessary to have the letters of the country,

nor the flag.
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
